ORDINANCE NO. 09711-72

ORDINANCE AMENDING GALLATIN ZONING ORDINANCE
ARTICLE 2.00 - LANGUAGE AND DEFINITIONS, SECTION 2.02 — DEFINITIONS AND
ARTICLE 13.00 - PERFORMANCE AND DESIGN STANDARDS, SECTION 13.07.050 —
PROHIBITED SIGNS, RELATIVE TO SIGNS OR PORTIONS OF SIGNS THAT DISPLAY
ELECTRONIC IMAGES OR VIDEOS

WHEREAS, THE GALLATIN MUNICIPAL-REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION, after
notice and public hearing, has recommended approval of this amendment; and

WHEREAS, notice and public hearing before the Gallatin City Council has or will occur before
final passage of this amendment pursuant to Section 15.07.060.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF GALLATIN, TENNESSEE, as
follows:

1. Section 2.02, Definitions of the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance shall be amended as shown in
Exhibit A.

2. Section 13.07.050, Prohibited Signs of the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance shall be amended as
shown in Exhibit A.

3. The City Council finds that grounds for such amendment exist pursuant to Section 15.07.50
of the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance and the public necessity, convenience, and general welfare
require such an amendment and hereby adopts the findings set forth in the staff report
attached in Exhibit B.

4. Upon final passage, the Zoning Administrator shall comply with Section 15.07.070 and
publish a Notice of Enactment in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Gallatin
within seven (7) days following such enactment.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF GALLATIN, TENNESSEE, that this
ordinance shall take effect on final passage, the public welfare requiring such.

EXHIBIT A

Article 2.00 — Language and Definitions, Section 2.02 — Definitions: The following definitions
addressing electronic message signs shall be added to Section 2.02 of the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance:

Sign, Electronic Display Screen — A sign, or portion of a sign, that displays an electronic image or
video, which may or may not include text and animation. This definition includes television screens,
plasma screens, digital screens, flat screens, LED screens, video boards, and holographic displays.

Sign, Electronic Message Center — Any sign or portion of a sign that uses changing lights to form a
sign message or messages in text form wherein the sequence of messages and the rate of change is
electronically programmed and can be modified by electronic processes. Electronic message center
signs include electronic time and temperature and variable message signs.

Article 13.00 — Performance and Design Standards, Section 13.07.050 — Prohibited Signs: The
following sign types shall be added to the list of prohibited signs in Section 13.07.050:

Q. Animated Signs

R. Electronic Display Screen Signs are prohibited within the City of Gallatin. Electronic Display
Screen Signs existing prior to the {date of adoption of this Ordinance} shall be operated
according to standards specified in the Gallatin Municipal Code.

S. Electronic Message Center Signs are prohibited within the City of Gallatin. Electronic message
center signs existing prior to {date of adoption of this Ordinance} shall be operated according to
standards specified in the Gallatin Municipal Code.
